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Continuing Education Option 

Students who do not have a bachelor’s 

degree or who do not wish to earn a 

graduate credential may study to earn 

a Continuing Education Certificate in 

Theology and Ministry. Earned 

continuing education units (CEUs) from 

the 18-hour certificate may be applied 

to the 36-CEU Certificate in Pastoral 

Studies or Religious Education.

Length of Program 

You can complete the 18-hour 

Certificate in Theology and Ministry in 

less than two years. Depending on 

your pace, you can complete the 36-

hour degree or certificate in 1 to 2 more 

years (3–4 years total).
